2106. Apologies for absence.
Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr Sue Overton
WNC Councillors D Smith, R Frost and J M Gilford also sent their apologies.

2107. Declarations of interest for items on the agenda.
No Declarations were made.

2108. Minutes

2110. Unitary Councillors
The Unitary Councillors had all sent their apologies for the meeting.

2111. Frequency of Parish Council Meetings
The Parish Council currently schedules it meetings approximately every six weeks.   The legal requirement is for 4 meetings per year plus any other meetings that the Council chooses to hold.  It was RESOLVED that, with the level of business currently being considered, the Parish Council would meet 4 times per year, with other meetings called should the need arise. (March, May, September, December).

2112. Planning Proposal (deferred from May 2022)

Chair and Clerk to reported back on a meeting with Head of Planning Delivery and her assurance that the Enforcement Team had been restructured and would deal with the Council’s concerns.
Councillors felt that they should continue to consider planning applications relevant to the parish.

Previous Applications
WND/2021/0668 - Old Dairy Farm, Main Street, Upper Stowe, -Building for agricultural use with vehicular access and hardstanding (retrospective) - Refused
WND/2021/0059 Dairy Farm, Main Street, Upper Stowe – Refused – Appeal against enforcement still not determined
WND/2021/0369 Land at Stowe Hill, - Siting of Caravans.

The reported application for St Alnoth’s Barn had still not been validated


2114. Highways and Footpaths
30mph speed limit – the Council had been consulted, ahead of the publishing of the proposed order, and had requested that the limit be extended to include the blind bend beyond the Old Dairy fam and questioned why Francis Row had been included.

Lengthsman – the Clerk had met with the person providing similar services in Potterspury, who was willing to undertake work within the parish commencing in April.

Footpaths – the paths had all been walked.  Concern was raised regarding sheep being grazed within an electric fenced area with no warning to walkers.  Signage was a requirement and the person concerned would be contacted.
